Through counseling and a stable environment, Kyle has made
good progress on dealing with his trauma. He also performs well
in school with the proper assistance. He would do best with an
active family that enjoys outdoor activities. He thrives within a
home environment that is structured and loving. Family functions
and holidays are especially important to Kyle.

Please pray that Kyle finds the family he needs to heal, thrive, and
grow into the fulfilling life he deserves.
